Dilemma: Reliable research?

Brief

Anta Sports Products Ltd., China’s best-selling sportswear brand, is suing the US short-selling firm
Muddy Waters for $100m, accusing its research reports of giving false information about its financial

health. On Monday, after Muddy Waters issued a report on Anta, shares of the company by market
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value fell as much as 8.7% to a three-week low. The company claims that the allegations regarding the

Group’s relevant transactions contained in the Report are inaccurate and misleading.

Task 1

Work in groups. Read the claims below put forward by the two sides. Discuss whether you think these

claims are valid. Why or why not?

Muddy Waters—The Case

® Anta is fraudulently boosting its profit margins by secretly controlling its distributors. Anta
mischaracterizes its distributors — which account for 70% to 80% of its brand sales — as
independent buyers of its products. It’s a situation that makes Anta’s financial statements
unreliable.

®  Anta’s management is bilking (VE3w) its investors by stripping the listed company of a valuable
asset through a proxy “straw buyer (FE5F L5, R ACEFZE735).” The asset in question
was Shanghai Fengxian, Anta’s international brand retail business, which had grown rapidly
following Anta’s initial public offering in 2007. In May 2008, however, Anta announced that it
was disposing of Fengxian at a price that was at a significant discount to its value.

® Anta has lied on the core financial figures of FILA, Anta’s sports brand. Compared with FILA
Korea and FILA China Taiwan, FILA China's sales were unusually high. It is suspected that

FILA’s officially announced mainland revenue was being 40% inflated from actual revenue.

ANTA—The Case

® This allegation is incorrect and misleading. It has been a trend for Chinese sports brands to
strengthen their control over channels since the inventory crisis in 2008, but Anta and its main
distributors are still independent companies. Muddy Waters' challenge of Anta's complete control
of its distributors has so far failed to produce conclusive evidence, and there is certainly no basis
for manipulating profits by controlling its distributors.

® Anta’s disposal of Shanghai Fengxian in 2008 was a step to get itself listed in Hongkong Stock
Exchange. Anta’s major shareholders and senior management rarely reduced their holdings, and
have not made even one equity pledge (XA ##) since listing. Anta is a responsible company
for its shareholders.

® Anta’s sales revenue has grown rapidly as a result of the booming domestic sports market and its

publicity strategies. The company's net profit growth rate has largely kept pace with its sales
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growth rate, increasing by 2.02 times over the seven years. FILA, the brand targeting young and
fashionable customers, has become the company’s cash cow. The financial figures are real.

Muddy Waters’ challenge is based on prejudice against China’s market potential for sportswear.

Task 2

Work in groups. Based on the claims, prepare a list of persuasive arguments which could be used by
the lawyers for each party. Assign the roles of Anta’s lawyers to 2-3 members of the group, assign
the roles of Muddy Waters’ lawyers to 2-3 members of the group, and assign the role of a judge to

one member of the group. Do more research to enrich the arguments and have a mock court event.
